INFORMATIVE TEXT ON CAMERA SYSTEMS 

1- GENERAL EXPLANATION AND DEFINITIONS
This text has been prepared in order to ensure that Sarar Giyim Sanayi ve Ticaret A.Ş. (hereinafter referred to as SARAR), in the capacity of ‘’Data Controller’’, complies with the "information obligation" about camera recording systems performed in in-house locations within the scope of Article 10 of the Personal Data Protection Law (PPDL) numbered 6698.

The meanings of the following terms in the information text refer to the definitions specified in the Law No. 6698, the Regulations and Communiqués issued regarding this Law, and are as follows. 
2-DETAILS OF THE DATA CONTROLLER 

Sarar carries out its activities as a capital company established in Turkey and having legal personality. Information about Sarar as a data controller is as follows.

3- LIABILITIES OF DATA CONTROLLER  
Sarar, within the scope of the obligation to inform the relevant persons, will fulfil all the obligations stipulated by the Law, especially which data will be processed, for what purpose, how it is collected, to whom it can be transferred, and what are the rights of the person whose data is transferred, and will store this data securely.
4- PERSONAL DATA TO BE PROCESSED
The personal data to be processed by SARAR are listed below, and when required by law and/or in case of necessity, new information can be added to and/or changes may be made in such data under the scope of the legal regulations.

Personal data subject to data processing of the relevant person; 
· Video camera recordings in certain locations within the workplace
5- METHODS OF OBTAINING CAMERA RECORDINGS
Camera recording can be obtained with cameras located in certain locations within the workplace for 7 days and 24 hours. 
6- PURPOSE OF PROCESSING CAMERA RECORDINGS
SARAR processes personal data for the following purposes. These purposes are; 
· Ensuring the safety of life and property in the workplace, controlling the entrances and exits to the buildings and facilities, 
· Increasing efficiency, providing savings, 
· Ensuring the legal, commercial and technical security of people who have a business relationship with the workplace, 
· Proving the business relationship, applying the principles of occupational health and safety, fulfilling the obligations arising from the law, determining the working conditions.  
7- TRANSFER AND PROTECTION OF CAMERA RECORDINGS 
Sarar will be able to share the personal data it has obtained for data processing purposes with its business partners and legally authorized institutions and organizations.

The images can only be accessed from the computers of authorized persons.

All necessary technical measures are taken to protect data. 
8- STORAGE PERIOD OF CAMERA RECORDINGS
Camera recordings are kept for 7-30 days. 
9- RIGHTS OF DATA SUBJECT
Personal data subjects have the following rights by applying to the data controller; 
· To learn whether his/her personal data are processed or not,

· to demand for information as to if his/her personal data have been processed,

· to learn the purpose of the processing of his/her personal data and whether these personal data are used in compliance with the purpose,

· to know the third parties to whom his personal data are transferred in country or abroad,

· to request the rectification of the incomplete or inaccurate data, if any,

· to request the erasure or destruction of his/her personal data under the conditions referred to in the law,

· Requesting notification of changes regarding correction, deletion or destruction of personal data to third parties to whom personal data has been transferred,

· to object to the occurrence of a result against the person himself/herself by analyzing the data processed solely through automated systems,

· to claim compensation for the damage arising from the unlawful processing of his/her personal data 
10- APPLICATION TO DATA CONTROLLER
Natural persons whose personal data are processed may apply to SARAR regarding their requests within the scope of their rights specified in Article 11 of the Law No. 6698. Relevant persons may benefit from this right, provided that they submit their applications in Turkish. 
SARAR concludes the requests in the application free of charge as soon as possible and within thirty days at the latest, depending on the nature of the request. However, if the transaction requires a separate fee, a fee may be charged in the amount specified in Article 7 of the "Communiqué on the Procedures and Principles of Application to the Data Controller". In case the application is caused by the fault of the data controller, the fee collected shall be returned to the relevant person.

11- CHANGES AND UPDATES
This informative text has been prepared within the scope of the Law No. 6698 and the Regulations and Communiqués published within the scope of the said Law and the personal data processing purposes and policies of Sarar. Necessary changes can be made in this text and in our informative text in line with the changes that will occur in the relevant legal legislation and/or SARAR's personal data processing purposes and policies
